Arlington National Cemetery  
 

Arlington National Cemetery, in Arlington, Virginia, is a military ceme-
tery established during the American Civil War on the grounds of Ar-
lington House, formerly the estate of the family of Robert E. Lee's wife 

Mary Anna Custis Lee, a descendant of Martha Washington. The 
cemetery is situated directly across the Potomac River from Washing-

ton, D.C., near The Pentagon.  
 
More than 290,000 persons are buried in an area of 624 acres. Veter-

ans and military casualties from every one of the nation's wars are 
interred in the cemetery, from the American Revolution through the 

military actions in Afghanistan and Iraq. Pre -Civil War dead were rein-
terred after 1900.  

 

Arlington shares with Mill Springs National Cemetery, the only other open cemetery in the sys-
tem, the distinction of being the oldest military burial ground in the United States.  

 
Things to See and Do:  
Frequently visited sites in the cemetery include the Tomb of the Unknown Soldier, Arlington 

Memorial Amphitheater, Iwo Jima Memorial, the Netherlands Carillon, and the grave of Presi-
dent John F. Kennedy, which is marked by an eternal flame.  

 
Directions (via metro) from hotel:  

Take the red line from Shady Grove Metro Station (in the direction of Glenmont) to Metro Cen-
ter and transfer to the blue line (in the direction of Franconia/Springfield). Take the blue line to 
Arlington National Cemetery Metro Station; follow the signs from here.

Franklin Delano Roosevelt Memorial  
 

The Franklin Delano Roosevelt Memorial is a United States 
Presidential Memorial dedicated not only to the memory of 
President Franklin Delano Roosevelt, but also to the era he 

represents.  
 

The monument spreads over 7.5 acres and traces twelve 
years of the History of the United States through a se-
quence of four outdoor rooms, one for each of FDR's terms 

of office. Sculptures depict the 32nd President alongside his 
dog Fala. Other sculptures depict scenes from the Great 

Depression, such as listening to a Fireside Chat on the radio and waiting in a bread line.  
 
Running water is an important physical and metaphoric component of the memorial. Each of 

the four "rooms" representing Roosevelt's respective terms in office contains a waterfall. As one 
moves from room to room, the waterfalls become larger and more complex, reflecting the in-

creasing complexity from economic depression and world war. Tour guides describe the sym-
bolism of the five main water areas as:  
 

A single large drop -  The crash of the economy that led to the Great Depression  

Multiple stairstep drops -  The Tennessee Valley Authority dam -building project  

Chaotic falls at varying angles -  World War II  

A still pool -  Roosevelt's death  

A wide array combining the earlier waterfalls -  A retrospective of Roosevelt's Presidency  

 

The memorial was designed by Lawrence Halprin, and includes sculptures and works by Leo-
nard Baskin, Neil Estern, Robert Graham, Thomas Hardy, and George Segal.  

 
Directions from hotel:  
Take the red line from Shady Grove Metro Station (in the direction of Glenmont) to Metro Cen-

ter and transfer to the orange or blue lines (in the direction of New Carrollton/Largo Town Cen-
ter). Take the orange or blue two stops to the Smithsonian Metro Station. Exit station using the 

12th & Independence 
exit. Walk approxi-
mately 4 blocks West 

on Independence Ave-
nue SW; at this point, 

you will come to the 
Tidal Basin and will con-

tinue to follow Inde-
pendence Ave along the 
Tidal Basin. Once over 

the little bridge over the 
Basin, follow the side-

walk around the Basin, 
and it will lead you to 
the FDR memorial which 

sits along the Basin 
across from the Jeffer-

son Memorial.  



Jefferson Memorial  
 

The Thomas Jefferson Memorial is a presidential me-
morial that is dedicated to Thomas Jefferson, an 
American Founding Father and the third president of 

the United States.  
 

The neoclassical building was designed by John Rus-
sell Pope. Composed of circular marble steps, a por-
tico, a circular colonnade of Ionic order columns, and 

a shallow dome, the building is open to the elements. 
Pope made references to the Roman Pantheon and 

Jefferson's own design for the Rotunda at the University of Virginia.  
 
It is situated in West Potomac Park, on the shore of the Tidal Basin of the Potomac River. The 

Jefferson Memorial and the White House located directly north, form one of the main anchor 
points in the area of the National Mall in D.C.  

 
The interior of the memorial has a 19 foot tall, 10,000 pound bronze statue of Jefferson by 
sculptor Rudulph Evans which was added four years after the dedication, and the interior walls 

are engraved with passages from Jefferson's writings. Most prominent are the words which are 
inscribed in a frieze below the dome: "I have sworn upon the altar of God eternal hostility 

against every form of tyranny over the mind of man."  
 

The site of the monument is enhanced with the massed planting of Japanese cherry trees, the 
gift of the people of Japan in 1912. The monument is not as prominent in popular culture as 
other Washington, D.C. buildings and monuments, possibly due to its location well removed 

from the National Mall and the Washington Metro.  
 

Directions from hotel:  
Take the red line from Shady Grove Metro Station (in the direction of Glenmont) to Metro Cen-
ter and transfer to the orange or blue lines (in the direction of New Carrollton/Largo Town Cen-

ter). Take the orange or blue 2 stops to the Smithsonian Metro Station. Exit station using the 
12th & Independence 

exit. Walk approxi-
mately 4 blocks West 
on Independence Ave-

nue SW. Turn left on 
Maine Avenue SW and 

walk along the tidal ba-
sin to the memorial 
(you will see the Jeffer-

son Memorial across the 
basin).  



Korean War Veterans Memorial  
 

The Korean War Veterans Memorial is located in West 
Potomac Park, southeast of the Lincoln Memorial and 
just south of the Reflecting Pool on the National Mall.  

 
The memorial is in the form of a triangle intersecting a 

circle. Within the triangle are 19 stainless steel statues 
designed by Frank Gaylord, each larger than life size 
(between 7 feet 3 inches and 7 feet 6 inches), repre-

senting a squad on patrol, 15 Army, 2 Marines, 1 Navy 
Corpsman, and 1 Air Force Forward Air Observer, 

dressed in full combat gear, dispersed among strips of granite and juniper bushes, representing 
the rugged terrain of Korea.  
 

To the north of the statues is a path, forming one side of the triangle, and behind, to the south, 
is a 164 foot long black granite wall, created by Louis Nelson, with photographic images sand-

blasted into it depicting soldiers, equipment and people involved in the war, forming the second 
side. The third side of the triangle, facing towards the Lincoln Memorial, is open.  
 

The circle contains the Pool of Remembrance, a shallow 30 - foot -diameter pool lined with black 
granite and surrounded by a grove of trees with benches. Inscriptions list the numbers killed, 

wounded, missing in action, and held as prisoners of war, and a nearby plaque in inscribed: 
"Our nation honors her sons and daughters who answered the call to defend a country they 

never knew and a people they never met." A further granite wall bears the simple message, 
inlaid in silver: "Freedom Is Not Free".  
 

Directions from hotel:  
Take the red line from Shady Grove Metro Station (in the direction of Glenmont) to Metro Cen-

ter and transfer to the blue line (in the direction of Franconia/Springfield). Take the blue line to 
Foggy Bottom Metro Station. Upon exiting the station (there is only one exit), walk 6 -7 blocks 
South on 23rd Street NW. Walk across the National Mall (past the Vietnam Veterans Memorial) 

and to the other side of the reflecting pool. The memorial is on the edge of the National Mall 
(itôs to the left of the Lincoln 

Memorial if facing the Lincoln).

Lincoln Memorial  
 

The Lincoln Memorial is a United States Presidential memorial built to 
honor 16th President Abraham Lincoln. The architect was Henry Bacon, 
the sculptor was Daniel Chester French, and the painter of the interior 

murals was Jules Guerin.  
 

Standing apart from the somewhat triumphal and Roman manner of 
most of Washington, the memorial takes the severe form of a Greek 
Doric temple. It is peripteral (surrounded by a single row of columns on 

all sides), with 36 massive columns, each 37 feet high, surrounding the 
cella of the building itself, which rises above the porticos. As an after-

thought, the 36 columns required for the design were seen to represent the 36 U.S. states at 
the time of Lincoln's death, and their names were inscribed in the entablature above each col-
umn. The names of the 48 states of the Union when the memorial was completed are carved on 

the exterior attic walls, and a later plaque commemorates the admission of Alaska and Hawaii.  
 

The main influence on the style of the Lincoln Memorial was the Temple of Zeus at Olympia, 
Greece. The focus of the memorial is Daniel Chester French's sculpture of Lincoln, seated. The 
statue stands 19 feet 9 inches tall and was carved from 28 blocks of white Georgia marble.  

 
Historical Occurrences:  

1939: Singer Marian Anderson is refused permission to perform at Constitution Hall in Wash-
ington because of her skin color. At the suggestion of Eleanor Roosevelt, Anderson performs 

from the steps of the Lincoln Memorial to a live audience and a nationwide radio audience  
 
1963: The memorial grounds are the site of one of the greatest political rallies in American his-

tory, the March on Washington for Jobs and Freedom. Approximately 250,000 people at the 
event hear Martin Luther King, Jr. deliver his famous, "I Have a Dream," speech  

 
Directions from hotel:  
Take the red line from Shady Grove Metro Station (in the direction of Glenmont) to Metro Cen-

ter and transfer to the blue line (in the direction of Franconia/Springfield). Take the blue line to 
Foggy Bottom Metro Station. 

Upon exiting the station (there 
is only one exit), walk 7 blocks 
South on 23rd Street NW. The 

memorial is straight ahead.  
The Lincoln Memorial is at the 

far end of the National Mall 
(the Capitol is on the other 
end of the Mall and the Wash-

ington Monument is in the 
center between the two).

Vietnam Veterans Memorial  
 

The Vietnam Veterans Memorial is a national war memorial that honors 
members of the U.S. armed forces who had died in service or are unac-
counted for during the Vietnam War.  

 
The Memorial currently consists of three separate parts: the Three Sol-

diers statue, the Vietnam Women's Memorial, and the Vietnam Veterans 
Memorial Wall, which is the most recognized part of the memorial.  
 

The Memorial Wall, designed by Maya Ying Lin, is made up of two black 
granite walls 246 feet 9 inches long. The walls are sunk into the ground, 

with the earth behind them. At the highest tip (the apex where they meet), they are 10.1 feet 
high, and they taper to a height of eight inches at their extremities.  
 

Inscribed on the walls are the names of servicemen who either died or remained classified as 
missing in action when the walls were constructed in 1982. They are listed in chronological or-

der. The wall listed 58,159 names when it was completed in 1993; as of May 5, 2007, when an-
other name was added, there are 58,256 names, including 8 women.  
 

When a visitor looks upon the wall, his or her reflection can be seen simultaneously with the 
engraved names, which is meant to symbolically bring the past and present together. There is a 

pathway along the base of the Wall where visitors may walk, read the names, make a pencil 
rubbing of a particular name or pray. Some people leave sentimental items there for their de-

ceased loved ones.  
 
A short distance away from the wall is the bronze statue named The Three Soldiers (sometimes 

called The Three Servicemen). The statue was unveiled in 1984 and depicts three soldiers. The 
statue and the Wall appear to interact with each other, with the soldiers looking on in solemn 

tribute at the names of their dead comrades.  
 
Directions from hotel:  

Take the red line from Shady Grove Metro Station (in the direction of Glenmont) to Metro Cen-
ter and transfer to the blue 

line (in the direction of Fran-
conia/Springfield). Take the 
blue line to Foggy Bottom 

Metro Station. Upon exiting 
the station (there is only one 

exit), walk 6 -7 blocks South 
on 23rd Street NW. The me-
morial is nearly straight ahead 

on the National Mall (if facing 
the Lincoln Memorial, it is on 

the right side of the reflecting 
pool).  



Washington Monument  
 
The Washington Monument is a large, white -colored obelisk at the west 
end of the National Mall. It is a United States Presidential Memorial con-

structed for George Washington.  
 
The monument is among the world's tallest masonry structures, standing 

555 feet in height and made of marble, granite, and sandstone. It was de-
signed by Robert Mills, a prominent American architect of the 1840s.  

 
The actual construction of the monument began in 1848 but was not com-

pleted until 1884, almost 30 years after the architect's death. This hiatus in construction was 

because of a lack of funds and the intervention of the American Civil War. A difference in shad-
ing of the marble, visible approximately 150 feet up, clearly delineates the initial construction 

from its resumption in 1876.  
 
Its cornerstone was laid on July 4, 1848; the capstone was set on December 6, 1884, and the 

completed monument was dedicated on February 21, 1885. It officially opened October 9, 
1888. Upon completion, it became the world's tallest structure, a title it inherited from the Co-

logne Cathedral and held until 1889, when the Eiffel Tower was finished in Paris, France.  
 
The Washington Monument reflection can be seen in the aptly named Reflecting Pool, a rectan-

gular pool extending to the west, towards the Lincoln Memorial.  
 

It is still the tallest building in Washington, D.C. Ordinary antique obelisks were seldom taller 
than around 100 feet, making this monument vastly taller than the obelisks around the capitals 
of Europe and in Egypt.  

 
Directions from hotel:  

Take the red line from Shady Grove Metro Station (in the direction of Glenmont) to Metro Cen-
ter and transfer to the blue or orange lines (in the direction of New Carrollton/Largo Town Cen-
ter). Take the orange or blue 2 stops to the Smithsonian Metro Station. Exit the station using 

the 12th & Jefferson (The Mall) exit. Walk approximately 2 blocks West on Jefferson Drive SW, 
and the monument will 

be straight ahead.  



World War II Memorial  
 

The National World War II Memorial is a national memorial to all Ameri-
cans that served in the armed forces and on the home front during 
World War II. It is located on the National Mall in Washington, D.C., on 

the former site of the Rainbow Pool at the eastern end of the Reflecting 
Pool, between the Lincoln Memorial and the Washington Monument.  

 
It opened to the public on April 29, 2004, and was dedicated by Presi-
dent George W. Bush on May 29, 2004, two days before Memorial Day. 

The memorial is administered by the National Park Service under its Na-
tional Mall and Memorial Parks group.  

 
The memorial consists of 56 pillars, each measuring 17 feet tall, arranged in a semicircle 
around a central plaza with two 43 - foot arches on opposite sides. Each pillar is inscribed with 

the names of the 48 U.S. states that were then part of the Union, as well as the District of Co-
lumbia, the Alaska Territory and Territory of Hawaii, the Commonwealth of the Philippines, 

Puerto Rico, Guam, American Samoa, and the U.S. Virgin Islands. Each arch is inscribed with 
"Atlantic" and "Pacific." The plaza is 337 ft 10 in long and 240 feet 2 inches wide, is sunk 6 feet 
below grade, and contains a pool that is 246 feet 9 inches by 147 feet 8 inches.  

 
Due to the association of WWII Servicemen with the phrase "Kilroy was here", the memorial 

includes an engraving typical of the Kilroy graffiti.  
 

The Freedom Wall is located on the west side of the memorial, with a view of the Reflecting 
Pool and Lincoln Memorial behind it. The wall contains 4,048 gold stars, each representing ap-
proximately 100 American deaths incurred in the war.  

 
Directions from hotel:  

Take the red line from Shady Grove Metro Station (in the direction of Glenmont) to Metro Cen-
ter and transfer to the blue or orange lines (in the direction of New Carrollton/Largo Town Cen-
ter). Take the orange or blue 2 stops to the Smithsonian Metro Station. Exit the station using 

the 12th & Jefferson (The Mall) exit. Walk approximately 2 blocks West on Jefferson Drive SW, 
continue past the Wash-

ington Monument 
(follow sidewalk next to 
the monument), and 

the memorial will be 
straight ahead.

The United States Capitol  
 

The United States Capitol is among the most architecturally 
impressive and symbolically important buildings in the 
world. It has housed the meeting chambers of the Senate 

and the House of Representatives for almost two centuries. 
Begun in 1793, the Capitol has been built, burnt, rebuilt, 

extended, and restored; today, it stands as a monument 
not only to its builders but also to the American people and 
their government.  

 
As the focal point of the government's Legislative Branch, 

the Capitol is the centerpiece of the Capitol Complex, which includes the six principal Congres-
sional office buildings and three Library of Congress buildings constructed on Capitol Hill in the 
19th and 20th centuries. In addition to its active use by Congress, the Capitol is a museum of 

American art and history. Each year, it is visited by an estimated 3 -5 million people from 
around the world.  

 
Things to See and Do:  
The Capitol is open to the public for guided tours only. Visitors may obtain tour tickets through 

www.visitthecapitol.gov or at the lower level of the new Capitol Visitor Center (however, only a 
limited number of same -day passes are available at the Center). Visitors can enter the Capitol 

through the Capitol Visitor Center located behind the Capitol on First Street SE/NE and between 
Independence and Constitution Avenues (across the street from the U.S. Supreme Court). Due 

to security concerns, visitors are prohibited from bringing in weapons of any sort (including 
knives), food or beverages, mace/pepper spray, and aerosol containers.  
 

Cost:  
FREE (but you must obtain timed tickets)  

 
Hours:  
9 am to 4:30 pm Monday through Saturday (the last tour begins at 3:30 pm)  

 
Directions from hotel:  

Take the red line from Shady 
Grove Metro Station (in the di-
rection of Glenmont) to Metro 

Center and transfer to the blue 
or orange lines (in the direction 

of New Carrollton/Largo Town 
Center). Take the orange or 
blue to Capitol South Metro 

Station. Upon exiting the sta-
tion, walk approximately 2 1/2 

blocks North on 1st Street SE. 
The Capitol Visitors Center will 
be on your left down a series of 

stairs.  



White House  
 

The White House is the official home and principal 
workplace of the President. Built between 1792 and 
1800 of white -painted Aquia sandstone in the late 

Georgian style, it has been the executive residence of 
every U.S. President since John Adams. Since its initial 

construction, it has undergone alterations, fire, recon-
struction and expansions.  
 

Today, the White House Complex includes the Execu-
tive Residence, as well as East and West Wings. The 

White House is made up of six stories: the Ground Floor, State Floor, Second Floor, and Third 
Floor, as well as a two -story basement.  
 

Things to See and Do:   
Public tours of the White House are available for groups of 10 or more people. Requests must 

be submitted through one's Member of Congress and are accepted up to six months in advance. 
These self -guided tours are available from 7:30 am to 12:30 pm Tuesday through Saturday 
(excluding federal holidays), and are scheduled on a first come, first served basis approxi-

mately one month in advance of the requested date. It is highly recommended that visitors 
submit their request as early as possible since a limited number of tours are available.  

 
Cost:  

FREE (tours are by appointment basis only)  
 
Hours:   

White House tours are only available by appointment through oneôs Member of Congress. The 
outside of the White House is extremely photogenic any hour of the day.  

 
Directions from hotel:  
Take the red line from Shady Grove Metro Station (in the direction of Glenmont) to Metro Cen-

ter and transfer to the orange or blue lines (in the direction of New Carrollton/Largo Town Cen-
ter). Take the orange or blue 1 

stop to the Federal Triangle Metro 
Station. Upon exiting the station 
(thereôs only one exit), walk 

approx. 1 block North on 12th 
Street NW. Turn left onto Pennsyl-

vania Avenue NW and walk 
approx. 3 blocks West on Pennsyl-
vania. The White House and the 

surrounding grounds are straight 
ahead.
